You forget how powerful a virtuoso performance can be till an artist such as Italian pianist Michele Campanella comes along with a knockout performance of Liszt transcriptions, and suddenly the inestimable worth of our cultural inheritance is reinforced and the music’s impact becomes just as emotionally and aesthetically potent as a Taj Mahal or a Grand Canyon……
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
