…..pianist Michele Campanella performer Mozart’s Sonata in C minor K457,to close the first half.
Campanella plays with the sort of technical control that doesn’t sound the least bit controlled.He plays with the ease of someone humming a tune but does it with crisp execution and a rainbow of delicate and bold colors at the piano keyboard.His playing is full of contrasts,delivered in endless degrees of subtlety.He uses varied lengths of staccato notes to bring out inner voices within the piece’s architecture.Listening to this sort of attention to detail is like listening to a great storyteller  weave an intricate tale.
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
